Literature Seminar Topic Approval

All students in the Chemistry Graduate Program must complete a Literature Seminar during their second semester in their program.  This is a 30-40 minute presentation of a journal article related to their chosen research program.  The presentation is more than just a summary of that single article, instead it must provide context for the research and a critical analysis of the research performed.

Within one month of the scheduled seminar, this form must be given to the Graduate Seminar Coordinator as verification that the research advisor is aware of the students’ topic and primary article chosen as the backbone of the Lit. Seminar.
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
